Conservation Corner

Over the next few issues of the Eddyline, | will be passing along some things to keep in mind with respect to conservation.

Wilderness Code of Ethics — Part 3

In case you missed the last few instalments of this series of articles here is a reminder. Over the next few months these
articles will give everyone a fresh reminder on how to treat the surrounding environment when we are out kayaking, canoe-
ing or enjoying some other outdoor adventures. The tips will help everyone reduce their impact on the surrounding habit so
it can stay the same for future visits and the resident wildlife.

Tip # 3: Choosing a Suitable Campsite

Last month’s tip dealt with treading softly when a hiking on or off trail and when putting in and taking out your kayak/canoe
from the river. This month’s tip will give some advice on how to choose a suitable campsite. Now most of these tips will be
concerning the type of campsite that is not developed and out in the middle of nowhere (you know the type with no out-
houses) but some of these tips also apply to a developed camp ground.
Choose a spot at least 60 metres away from water. This will reduce the chances of you contaminating the water.
Try to select a site that has been established and any further use will result in little further damage.
Find a spot away from the trail which will reduce the chances of expanding the trail and over use of the site that
you have chosen.
Find a surface that is durable enough to withstand the impact of camping. Snow, ice, sandy beaches, gravel bars
and rock outcrops are some good examples of such surfaces.
Avoid sites with soil erosion and exposed roots.
Try to avoid surfaces with vegetation such as low growing shrubs. If you must use a site with vegetation try to find
a spot with dry grass.
Never cut trees to make fire wood. Use dead fall if you need to have a fire. Also be aware of fire bands in the area
to reduce the risk of the fire getting out of control. Dead leaves and twigs of the litter layer can easily ignite result-
ing in a weenie roast gone wrong.

| hope these few tips will help you the next time you are out on an adventure down the river and you have to set up camp.
Also remember when in developed campgrounds always cleanup your spot and be respectful of your surroundings.

Sea Kayak Nights

Interested in learning some of the crucial ba-
sics about flat water kayaking?

Well here is your chance! The point of this
pool session is to get people up close and
personal with sea kayaks in a clean, rela-
tively warm environment and a great

way to meet others who want to paddle flat
water kayaks.

This is a prelude to sea kayak lessons in the summer at Rundle Park

When: April 18 from 7:15-10:00 PM

Location: Confederation Pool—11204 - 43 Avenue,
next to Harry Ainley High School

Cost: $15.00 per person (use of larger pool)

What we'll do:

The main purpose of the session is to ensure that everyone is comfortable with the wet exit and becomes familiar with
assisted and solo re-entry on the water.

We will cover: dry land entry and exit, basic maneuvering in a kayak (especially balance, edging and bracing), rafting, wet
exit (a.k.a. dumping), assisted re-entry on the water, solo re-entry on the water.

We will cover most of these briefly and give people time to practice.

What you need:

A swimsuit, of course.

Nose plugs and glasses straps are handy.

Goggles if you want to gaze around underwater.

Your own kayak, paddle and spray skirt, if you have one (not mandatory; see below).

Kayaks:

We will have smaller, white water kayaks in the pool. They are just as easy to fall out of, and even easier to capsize.
We have paddles and spray skirts for them. Some of us will be bringing larger sea kayaks. To get a feel for what it's like
to get back into one of those, you can try one out.

If you are bringing your own kayak, please let me know by e-mail.
You will need to arrive early at the pool and we will bring them in the side door and wash them on the deck before we are
allowed to put them into the pool.
